You will note from the
sporting results in this newsletter
that our students continue to
represent Taupo-nui-a-Tia College
at the very highest level in their
respective codes. | would like to
share part of my address to
students regarding the link
between effort and reward.

“These young sportspeople have
achieved in their sport because
they have recognised the
relationship between effort and
reward. By this | am referring to the
hours of training, sacrifice and
possibly pain they put in to achieve
their goals. Danny Lee the 18 year
old golfing sensation is a good
example of this. He reputedly
practices eight hours a day, six
days a week and on the seventh
day he studies. Another great
athlete, former tennis player Andre
Agassi borrowed from Plato’s
quote when he said, “the harder |
practice the luckier | get!”

To be at the very top of their field,
musicians have to recognise the
relationship between effort and
reward and commit to hours and
hours of practice. Likewise in
business the most successful
people seem to be those that have
worked extremely hard to build a
sustainable business. This is
opposed to some business people
who were making “easy money”
and now seem to be paying the
price in the current economic
climate.

School work is another example
where effort brings reward no
matter what level you are working
at. With genuine effort it alleviates
the need for excuses. Students
starting their NCEA Level 1
should realise that there is a lot of
hard work by their teachers to
ensure they pass the literacy and
numeracy components of this
assessment — the rest is up to
you! This in turn leaves you with
no excuse for failure and every
reason to achieve your NCEA
level one

Teachers at this college do
genuinely care about your welfare
and have a responsibility to
ensure that you have no excuses
for not reaching your potential
with your school work, provided
you recognise the relationship
between effort and reward”.

We look forward
to seeing parents of students at
all levels at our report evenings
starting next week.

# A reminder to parents who are considering taking
their child out of school during term time.
Permission to be absent from school must be sort
from the Principal via the appropriate year level
Dean well in advance of the absence.

This is a Ministry of Education requirement. In
conjunction with this students should be discussing
work completion requirements and possible
assessment implications with their teachers well in
advance of the leave date. It should be noted that
any extended time out of school will impact on a
student’s academic progress.

# It is extremely important we have the correct
personal details on our students’ files. Please
inform the staff in the Student Office of any
changes to your child’s address, home/emergency
telephone numbers, since the time of their
enrolment.

We also require our medical records to be
absolutely correct. If any student is not to be given
panadol, or has any allergies, etc, please tell us
immediately, so that this vital information can be
updated on your child’s file.
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There has been a lot of talk in the media recently about bullying in schools and we feel it is important that parents
know what procedures Taupo-nui-a-Tia College have in place to deal with this.

Firstly some New Zealand statistics regarding bullying in schools:

- All schools have bullies

- Primary schools have more bullying than secondary

- Single sex schools have more bullying than co-educational schools
- Bullying is not gender specific

Every year with an influx of new students into the college there is a possibility in the first half of term one that
some bullying will occur. We define bullying as repeatedly taking advantage of someone, with actions that are
hurtful and/or rejecting. It can be:

- Verbal (eg being called names)

- Social (eg no one talking to you)

- Material (eg your property being damaged)

- Emotional (eg being threatened or forced to do things)

- Physical (eg being hit or pushed)

- Text/Internet (eg unkind things said about you or to you via text or the internet)

Bullying is not teasing in a friendly and playful way or two students of about the same power or strength arguing
or fighting.

What do we do to combat bullying?
- Foster a positive school climate based around our Cornerstone Values
Work on building good teacher / pupil relations
Hold a special Year 9 assembly to outline strategies to students should they be a victim of bullying
Hold a special staff meeting near the start of the year dedicated to bullying. This is to develop a common
understanding of what is bullying, how to detect it and strategies in the classroom to prevent it
Take any level of type of bullying seriously
Foster a climate where reporting incidents is the norm

What else do we do....
Enlist the help of the students who witness bullying to intervene or report what they see — this is one of
the most effective ways to combat bullying
Survey our students about bullying in their school
Enlist the help of our senior students to help prevent bullying
Offer safe havens
Accept there is seldom a quick fix solution to bullying
Empathise with parents of bully victims who feel a level of powerlessness in protecting their child

It is fair to say that bullying is our “pet hate” and we take it extremely seriously. When bullying in the college is
identified it is dealt with as quickly as possible but as has been previously stated there are often no quick fix
solutions. Bullies are dealt with under the Ministry of Education guidelines and in most cases stop what they were
doing. Students who continue to bully jeopardize their place at this school.

Successfully dealing with bullying involves building a genuine community within the school. A community where
everyone accepts they have the right to be free from harassment and that they have the responsibility to support
their weaker and more vulnerable peers

Please feel free to contact the Principal, Deputy Principal, Assistant Principals or year level Deans should you
have any concerns regarding this issue.

BULLYING
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The New Zealand revised curriculum continues to be at the forefront of education media clips. Catch phrases
such as confidently, connected, actively involved, lifelong learners are now familiar to staff, students and the
community alike. A renowned Dunedin educator, Rod Galloway, summarises the revised curriculum as ‘teaching
responsibility to improve student learning and behaviour in New Zealand schools’. But, what is the revised
curriculum and how does it impact you and your child?

The students, staff and wider community of Taupo-nui-a-Tia College are currently continuing the process of
implementing the revised curriculum. We have begun with developing a student centered vision for our students.
What do we want a student who graduates from Taupo-nui-a-Tia College to look like? This is an obvious starting
point. It also portrays well the overall focus of the revised curriculum, in that it focuses on the student and also
allows our school to develop a curriculum that is catering for the students at Taupo-nui-a-Tia College and not
just any old school in general.

Once the vision has been finalised, the next steps are to make sure the right foundations are in place. This
includes principles such as high expectations, community engagement, cultural diversity and the Treaty of
Waitangi. It also includes values, such as respect and responsibility, which are already firmly in place at our
school through cornerstone values.

Key Competencies such as self-management, thinking and relating to others play a big part in the revised
curriculum and of course a lot of work needs to be done once we have the vision and foundations in place to
make sure the day-to-day learning objectives truly reflect our curriculum.

The revised curriculum will be the Taupo-nui-a-Tia College curriculum. Staff professional learning days have been
provided by the ministry and PPTA to assist implementation. We will be taking three of these teacher only days
next term:

Friday 8 May Curriculum Development (Focus — principles and values)

Friday 29 May Curriculum Development (Focus — learning objectives within subjects)

Monday 22 June Curriculum Development (Focus — implementation within faculties)

Note: Monday 22 June will also be an AAA Day so students who are behind with work due to attendance, attitude
or achievement difficulties may also be required to attend school this day.

We look forward to keeping you informed of future developments with the Taupo-nui-a-Tia College curriculum.

The use of cell phones / Ipods / MP3 plavers at school

Students have been reminded that the rules regarding the use of listening devices are the same as those
regarding cell phones. They must not be used in any way in class or assemblies - they must be turned off and ear
phones/plugs put away. The right to carry a cell phone or listening device means the owner has the responsibility
to use them according to the school rules.

The first time a student fails to follow the rules the item is confiscated, held in the college office and returned at the
end of the day. The second time the item is confiscated, held by dean and returned to the parent or caregiver on
their request. If there is a third occasion, the item is held by the dean and parents/caregivers are asked to collect
these with the consequence that the student loses the privilege of having the item at school until further notice.
Refusing to hand over a cell phone or listening device when requested is considered to be defiance of school
rules.

We are aware that many schools have banned such items from the school grounds. We prefer to allow our
students the privilege to use these items appropriately and responsibly. However they are expected to accept
personal responsibility for these items, many of which are extremely expensive, if they choose to bring them to
school. The school can not accept responsibility if these are lost, damaged or stolen.
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On the weekend of the 13" — 14" February 8 students competed in the Sir Edmund Hillary Challenge Qualifying
Event held at the Outdoor Pursuits Centre in Turangi.

The team consisted of Jess Williams, Joanne Boocock, Courtney Haywood, Sarah Forrest, Ryland Martin,
Thomas McDougall, Marcus Boomen, Bryan Lewis with David Blackburne as a keen reserve. The team had been
training since the beginning of Term 4 2008 with Miss Bruce and Mr Peter Boomen. The aim of the qualifying
event is to be a fun, exciting and rewarding outdoor experience for senior students.

Before we went to OPC, we had to complete an environmental project which also counted towards the overall
points of the challenge. Our group decided to help the Blue Duck Charitable Trust by clearing traps along the
Tongariro River. This was a great day where we all learnt a lot and we cleared a total of 131 traps. As a result of
this we caught 8 rats, 5 stoats, 2 weasels and 2 hedgehogs.

At the qualifying event, the first day involved 5 one hour challenges. These included high ropes, raft building,
mountain biking, kayaking and orienteering. Each event was ranked out of 100 and an overall theme was team
work where the students really needed to work together to complete the task. The second day was a three hour
Rogaine event. Here teams were given maps and they had to navigate their way around the land to find markers.
Unfortunately during this challenge we had a few injuries which slowed the team down, but they still completed
one full map and set off to get some markers off the second map. The Rogaine event was where you could score
the most marks as this was out of 300. The whole team displayed fantastic team work and really enjoyed the
experience. Our final result was 13" out of 20 teams.

Next year we are hoping to have a bigger squad of people to train and hopefully make it through to the finals in
May which is a week long event.
A huge thanks to Peter Boomen for all the time and effort he put into helping train our students.
